On June 23, 2003, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – L&P (L&P or Company) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed tariff sheets with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  On July 10, 2003, L&P filed substitute tariff sheets to correct previously submitted tariff sheets.  The tariff sheets provide for the required 30 days notice with a proposed effective date of July 23, 2003.  

This filing proposes to (1) replace the Large Volume Transportation Service (LTVS) with a rate schedule similar to the small transportation service, (2) apply the existing rules for small transportation service to the LTVS and (3) remove the provision for lost and unaccounted (L&U) gas from the transportation schedules because it is unnecessary.

In File No. JG-2003-2216, Aquila Networks – MPS (MPS) has proposed similar language.  MPS has filed Case No. GT-2004-0042 proposing changes to its June 23, 2003, filing.  The MPS filings are related to this L&P filing.  Staff and Company are involved in discussions relating to the MPS and L&P filings.  Staff needs additional time to complete its review of these tariff filings and the filing in Case No. GT-2004-0042.

Staff recommends that the following tariff sheets filed on June 23, 2003, and as substituted on July 10, 2003, be suspended:
