ORDER REGARDING TARIFF
On July 16, 2003, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS issued four tariff sheets bearing an effective date of August 15.  Along with its tariffs, Aquila filed a motion for expedited treatment requesting that the tariffs be permitted to go into effect on July 23.  The four tariff sheets that Aquila filed on July 16 are blank, except for a notation that they are reserved for future use.  Aquila explained that these blank tariff sheets are related to substantive tariff sheets that Aquila filed on June 23, with an effective date of July 23.  Aquila contends that the blank tariff sheets filed on July 16 are necessary to complete the changes set out in the substantive tariff sheets and asks that the blank tariff sheets be allowed to go into effect at the same time as the substantive tariff sheets. 

On July 17, the Commission issued an order directing its Staff to respond to Aquila’s request for expedited treatment by July 18.  That order also directed that any other party wishing to do so respond by July 18.    

The Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Deny Request for Expedited Treatment on July 18.  Staff states that the blank sheets that are filed as part of this tariff effectively remove old tariff provisions for replacement with tariffs filed separately.  On July 18, Staff filed motions asking the Commission to suspend the underlying substantive tariffs.  Staff indicates that these tariff sheets should not be approved until the underlying, substantive tariffs are approved.  

Although the Office of the Public Counsel is a party to this case, it did not file a recommendation.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff filing, Aquila’s Motion for Expedited Treatment, and Staff's Motion to Deny Request for Expedited Treatment.  Aquila and Staff agree that the tariff sheets filed in this case should be approved at the same time as the underlying substantive tariffs.  Since the Commission has today acted to suspend the underlying substantive tariffs in Case Nos. GT-2004-0050 and GT-2004-0051, these tariff sheets will be suspended for the same period.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the tariff sheets filed by Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS, on July 16, 2003, and assigned tariff number YG-2004-0078, are suspended until May 20, 2004.  The tariff sheets suspended are:
