ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 18, 2002, Green Hills Telephone Company filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission for approval of a traffic termination agreement.  In the application, Green Hills states that it filed a Certificate of Good Standing in Case Number TC-2002-1077.  A Certificate of Good Standing was filed by Green Hills Telephone Corporation in Case Number TC-2002-1077, not Green Hills Telephone Company.

Due to this discrepancy, on January 2, 2003, the Commission directed Green Hills Telephone Company to file a document indicating whether its name is Green Hills Telephone Company or Green Hills Telephone Corporation. On January 3, 2003, Green Hills Telephone Corporation filed a document, setting forth the company’s legal name as Green Hills Telephone Corporation but explained that for purposes of the agreement, the company is referred to as Green Hills Telephone Company.

Green Hills Telephone Corporation has not filed a document showing that it is authorized to do business in the state of Missouri as Green Hills Telephone Company.  The Commission will require Green Hills to file such a document or give an explanation as to why it should not be required to do so.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Green Hills Telephone Corporation shall file a document showing that it is authorized to do business in the state of Missouri as Green Hills Telephone Company.

2. That in the alternative to ordered paragraph 1, Green Hills Telephone Corporation shall show why it should not be required to file a document showing that it is authorized to do business in the state of Missouri as Green Hills Telephone Company.

3. That Green Hills Telephone Corporation shall comply with this order not later than January 14, 2003.

4. That this order shall become effective on January 7, 2003.
