Staff Recommendation to Approve Request to override the decision of the North         American Numbering Plan Administrator

January 4, 2005

On December 20, 2004, CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC (CenturyTel) filed a proposed request for additional numbering resources with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  CenturyTel requests that the Commission review and reverse a decision of NeuStar, Inc. (NeuStar), the Pooling Administrator/North American Numbering Plan Administrator (Pooling Administrator), to withhold certain numbering resources to serve the needs of customers in the Dardenne rate center.  CenturyTel requires these number resources to provide basic local telecommunications service on a non-Metropolitan Calling Area/Metropolitan Calling Area (MCA) basis.  Included in Century Tel’s filing is a copy of the Central Office Code (NXX) Assignment Request – Part 1A (Part 1), and Pooling Administrator’s Response/Confirmation - Part 3 form (Part 3), Months to Exhaust Utilization Certification Worksheet, and Code of Federal Regulations Title 47 – Telecommunication Chapter 1 – Federal Communications Commission (47- CFR).

Background

On December 14, 2004, CenturyTel submitted an application to the Pooling Administrator for two blocks of 1,000 telephone numbers in the Dardenne rate center to service the needs of customers requiring 500-consecutive and 600-consecutive non-MCA telephone numbers.  CenturyTel’s application to the Pooling Administrator, known as a Part 1 Request, was made to obtain blocks dedicated to non-MCA numbers in the Dardenne rate center.

CenturyTel's request was denied by the Pooling Administrator on December 17,2004 because it did not meet the required months to exhaust and utilization rate.  Also, CenturyTel’s request in the Dardenne rate center is part of Missouri’s MCA and requires separate codes to serve both MCA and non-MCA customers.  CenturyTel’s Months to Exhaust is 16.795 which exceeds the 6 month inventory history and the utilization rate is 69.667 which is below the required 75% as set forth in Regulation 47-CFR 52.15 (A)(iii) (B)(h)

Recommendation

Even though CenturyTel does not meet the month to exhaust or utilization rate criteria, CenturyTel has demonstrated a verifiable need for additional numbers in the Dardenne rate center.  CenturyTel has stated that customers have requested 500-consecutive and 600-consecutive numbers.  Further, since there are no 1,000 blocks available in the pool for the Dardenne rate center, the Pooling Administrator must assign a new NPA/NXX block of 10,000 telephone numbers.  

Staff recommends approval of CenturyTel’s request to receive a NPA/NXX code of 10,000 telephone numbers for the Dardenne rate center.  Consistent with industry established numbering conservation measures, the Staff recommends the Commission order CenturyTel to return to the Pooling Administrator all but two 1,000 blocks of the NPA/NXX in the Dardenne rate center to service the needs of customers requiring 500-consectutive and 600-consecutive non-MCA numbers. Therefore, the Staff recommends language in the Commission’s order be substantially as follows:

1.  Within 30 days of receiving the 10,000 NPA/NXX code, CenturyTel is directed to return to the Pooling Administrator 8,000 of the 10,000 telephone numbers issued for the Dardenne rate center.

2.  CenturyTel is directed to submit a Pleading in Case No. IO-2005-0178 informing the Commission of item 1 above. Such Pleading is to include a copy of the Pooling Administrator Part 3 form verifying return of the unused telephone numbers.

Staff is unaware of any other filing that may affect or be affected by this filing.
