ORDER DIRECTING FILING

REGARDING MEDIATION

On August 5, 2003, the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint with the Commission against A & G Commercial Trucking, Inc.  On September 5, 2003, A & G requested that the complaint be referred to a neutral, third‑party mediator. 

On September 9, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing that the Director of Manufactured Housing file a statement indicating whether or not he would be willing to submit to voluntary mediation.

On September 19, 2003, the Director of Manufactured Housing filed a pleading consenting to mediation.  Consequently, this order refers the parties to voluntary mediation.  Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.125(5), all actions in this case will cease and all time limitations will be tolled, pending the completion of the mediation process.

The parties shall contact the Alternative Dispute Resolution Center at the Law School of the University of Missouri-Columbia (573-882-2052) and initiate the mediation process.  The parties shall inform the Commission in writing of the progress of the mediation on or before October 23, 2003, and at monthly intervals thereafter.  The Commis​sion expects that the status report of October 23, 2003, will show that a date certain for the first mediation session has been scheduled.

In the event that the mediation process does not result in a resolution of this matter, the parties shall promptly inform the Commission so that a prehearing conference may be scheduled and a procedural schedule established.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That this case is referred to the Commission’s voluntary mediation program.  The parties are directed to cooperate in the mediation process.

2. That the parties shall contact the Alternative Dispute Resolution Center at the Law School of the University of Missouri-Columbia (573-882-2052) and initiate the mediation process.

3. That the parties shall jointly report the status of the mediation in writing to the Commission on or before October 23, 2003, and at monthly intervals thereafter, until further order of this Commission.

4. That this order shall become effective October 3, 2003.
