ORDER DIRECTING FILINGS

The Commission will direct Coachman Homes of Eureka, Inc., to submit a report in this case listing every home for which Kurt Nager was contracted to provide the anchoring or other setup.  The list shall contain the name and address of each homeowner and the approximate date of setup.  In addition, if available, Coachman Homes should provide the homeowner’s phone number and directions to the home.

The Commission also directs Coachman Homes to comply with its previous orders directing the filing of a status report, or to show cause why the Commission should not seek penalties, license revocation, or other sanctions for Coachman’s failure to submit a report within one week of the hearing.  Coachman Homes previously agreed to submit such a report
 and was directed to do so by the Commission’s Order Directing Filing issued on June 17, 2004.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than July 16, 2004, Coachman Homes of Eureka, Inc., shall file a list of homeowners as directed above.

2. That no later than July 16, 2004, Coachman Homes of Eureka, Inc., shall comply with the Commission’s previous order to submit a report regarding its insurance carriers or shall show cause why it should not be subject to penalties or sanctions for failure to comply with a Commission order.

3. That this order shall become effective on July 16, 2004.
