ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 1, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Three Year Summary Report Concerning Laclede's Copper Service Line Replacement Program.  Staff recommended that Laclede Gas Company and Office of the Public Counsel be given 30 days to respond to the report.  The Commission will direct that responses to Staff’s report be promptly filed.  As the parties have had the report for over 30 days, the Commission believes that a deadline of September 11, 2003, for the filing of responses is reasonable.  If a party believes that additional time is necessary, the party may file a request for extension of time.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than September 11, 2003, Laclede Gas Company shall file a response to Staff’s August 1, 2003 report.

2. That no later than September 11, 2003, the Office fo the Public Counsel may file a response to Staff’s August 1, 2003 report.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 11, 2003.
