ORDER APPROVING COMPLIANCE TARIFFS
This order approves the tariff filing submitted by the applicant in compliance with a Commission order.

On October 18, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, filed its proposed gas aggregation tariff for approval by the Missouri Public Service Commission under Section 393.190.1 et seq., RSMo 2000,
 as currently supplemented, and also in compliance with the Commission’s order of October 15, 2002, approving the unanimous stipulation and agreement.  The proposed tariff was assigned tariff number JG‑2003‑0860 and its effective date is October 28, 2002.

The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission reviewed the tariff and filed a Motion for Leave to Late File Staff Recommendation and Staff Recommendation on October 22, 2002.
  Staff states that Missouri Gas Energy has complied with the Commission’s order and the terms of the agreement.  Staff recommends that the Commis​sion approve the proposed tariff.

The Commission’s order of October 15, 2002, provided that any party wishing to respond to the filing of the proposed tariff should do so by October 22, 2002.  No other party filed a response to the filing of the proposed tariff and the time within which a party may respond has passed.

Section 393.140.11 states, in part, that no change may be made in any tariff filed by a gas corporation in compliance with an order of the Commission unless there has been thirty days’ notice to the Commission and publication for thirty days as required by order of the Commission.  The Commission, however, for good cause shown may allow changes without requiring the thirty days’ notice.  Thus, the Commission finds such good cause shown because of the statutory language in Section 393.190.1 et seq. and, also, the language in the Commission’s order of October 15, 2002, directing the applicant to file its proposed tariff.

The Commission finds that Missouri Gas Energy’s tariff filing is reasonable, in the public interest, and should be approved.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets filed by Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, on October 18, 2002, under tariff number JG‑2003‑0860, are approved for service on October 28, 2002.  The tariff sheets approved are:
