ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On October 23, 2003, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE), a division of Southern Union Company, filed revised tariff sheets, as it agreed to do in a unanimous stipulation and agreement that the Commission approved on October 21.  The revised tariff carries an effective date of November 22, but MGE requested, consistent with the stipulation and agreement, that the tariff be made effective on November 1.  On October 27, the Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding MGE’s tariff no later than October 29.  

Staff filed its recommendation on October 28, indicating that the tariff complies with the Commission’s order and the stipulation and agreement.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff to become effective on November 1.

The revised tariff that MGE filed on October 23 was assigned Tariff No. YG-2004-0577.  The original tariff that was suspended by the Commission was assigned Tariff No. JG-2004-0009.  It is obviously the intent of the parties that YG-2004-0577 should replace JG-2004-0009.  However, nothing in the stipulation and agreement or in MGE’s tariff filing explicitly withdraws JG-2004-0009.  The Commission cannot withdraw a tariff for the company but it can reject that tariff.  So that the Commission’s records will be clear, JG-2004-0009 will be rejected when YG-2004-0577 is approved. 

The Commission has reviewed the tariff filing and Staff’s recommendation and has determined that the tariff complies with the stipulation and agreement and with the Commission’s order.  MGE’s tariff will be approved.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff filed October 23, 2003, and assigned Tariff No. YG-2004-0577, is approved to become effective on November 1, 2003:
