I understand you have already been informed of the Commission’s decision on your request.  I have been asked to forward a written confirmation and also address your interest in continuing to pursue this. 


The Commissioners took up your request at their public agenda meeting on Tuesday, September 21st, 2004.  At that time the Commissioners vote unanimously to deny your request.  They did confirm that the PSC would accept a complaint from you in which your telephone number would be treated as confidential but your name and address must remain public. 


Subsequently, I have been advised by Mr. Woodsmall that you wish to file for reconsideration or rehearing of this decision.  There is no procedure by which you may seek reconsideration or rehearing outside of a contested case.
