NOTICE ACKNOWLEDGING WITHDRAWAL OF MOTION

On March 17, 2003, Sprint Missouri, Inc. filed a motion asking the Commission to join seven specified companies as parties to this case.  Sprint indicated that the seven companies were members of the National ALEC Association/Prepaid Communications Association (NALA/PCA), which had previously been allowed to intervene.  Sprint contended that the seven specified companies should be made parties so that they could be served with discovery requests.  

On April 25, the NALA/PCA was allowed to withdraw as a party.  Thereafter, on April 29, Sprint filed a Motion to Withdraw its Motion for Joinder of Parties.  Because the NALA/PCA is no longer a party, Sprint indicates that it does not need to discover information from the seven specified companies.  Therefore, Sprint wishes to withdraw its motion to join those companies as parties. 

Although Sprint calls its April 29 pleading a motion, it does not require Commission approval to withdraw its motion to join parties.  Therefore, the Commission acknowledges

that Sprint has withdrawn its motion to join parties and the Commission will take no further action on that motion.
