ORDER DIRECTING FILING


The Commission issued an Order Approving Interconnection Agreement on February 3, 2003.  On February 11, 2003, Kingdom Telephone Company filed a Motion for Correction.  In the Motion, Kingdom asked the Commission to substitute the words “traffic termination” for “interconnection.”

1. That Kingdom Telephone Company shall file a pleading to explain its understanding of the difference between an interconnection agreement and traffic termination agreement, and shall explain the harm it will suffer if the Commission does not alter its order.

2. That Kingdom Telephone Company shall file its pleading no later than March 3, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 6, 2003.
