ORDER GRANTING LEAVE

TO FILE AMENDED APPLICATION

On December 18, 2002, Green Hills Telephone Corporation filed an application for approval of a Traffic Termination Agreement.  In the application Green Hills refers to itself as Green Hills Telephone Company.  Subsequently, the Commission sought clarification of Green Hills’ name. 

On January 9, 2003, Green Hills filed a pleading informing the Commission that its name is Green Hills Telephone Corporation and that the reference to Green Hills Telephone Company was a mistake.  Green Hills requested that the Commission grant Green Hills leave to file an amended application, showing its name as Green Hills Telephone Corporation.

Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) parties shall not be allowed more than ten days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  It has been 13 days since Green Hills requested leave to file an amended application.  No party has opposed Green Hills’ request.  The Commission will therefore grant the requested leave.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Green Hills Telephone Corporation shall be granted leave to file an amended application.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 2, 2003.
