OFFICE OF THE PUBLIC COUNSEL’S MOTION TO SUSPEND TARIFFS

AND REQUEST FOR AN EVIDENTIARY HEARING AND PUBLIC HEARINGS


COMES NOW the Office of the Public Counsel (Public Counsel) and moves the Missouri Public Service Commission to suspend Southwestern Bell Telephone Company’s proposed tariff filing No. JI-2003-0843 to introduce a new rate for Wireless Connection Circuits that will be purchased by Wireless Carriers to be used in providing Wireless 9-1-1 service that is related to tariff JI-2003-0845 which Public Counsel has moved to suspend.  Public Counsel suggests that, like the other related tariff, the tariff raises significant issues of public policy that not only affects local government providers of 9-1-1 service, but also the public as a whole.  Costs for this service may increase the costs to 9-1-1 emergency service providers, may result in higher costs to taxpayers in the communities supporting such service, higher costs to wireless providers, and higher costs to wireless and, perhaps, wireline customers.  For these reasons, Public Counsel requests the Commission to conduct an investigation into the impact of the proposed tariff and to hold an evidentiary hearings and to hold public hearings to receive public comment from affected communities and customers.

Public Counsel has been contacted by the Missouri Chapter of the National Emergency Number Association with specific concerns about the proposed tariffs dealing with 9-1-1 service and requested Public Counsel to bring these concerns to the attention of the Commission to determine whether or not the proposed tariff should be suspended and an investigation conducted.  

WHEREFORE, Public Counsel asks the Commission to suspend the proposed tariff to investigate the proposals, to assure that the proposed rates are just and reasonable and consistent with the protection of the customers and the public interest. Public Counsel requests an evidentiary hearing and public hearings.
