ORDER DISMISSING CASE 

Syllabus:
This order dismisses a complaint Dave Witte filed against Sprint Missouri, Inc., doing business as Sprint.

On August 25, 2003, Dave Witte filed his Complaint against Sprint.  The Commission issued its Notice of Complaint on September 15.  Respondent filed its Request for Mediation on September 19, and Mr. Witte agreed to mediate the dispute.

On December 23, Sprint filed a Mediation Status Report.  The report stated that the parties had resolved their dispute through mediation, and that Mr. Witte would withdraw his complaint.

The Commission issued an Order Directing Filing on January 15.  In that order, the Commission ordered Mr. Witte to dismiss his complaint or, in the alternative, ordered the parties to explain why the Commission should not dismiss it.  The parties did not respond.  

Based upon Sprint’s pleadings, the Commission has reason to believe Sprint and Mr. Witte have resolved their dispute.  Because, however, the Commission has not heard from Mr. Witte, the Commission is unsure if the parties have resolved their dispute.  The Commission will therefore give Mr. Witte 10 days to respond to this order.  If the Commission has not heard from Mr. Witte in 10 days, the Commission will dismiss his complaint without prejudice.   

As permitted by Commission Rule and 4 CSR 240-2.116(3) and (4), if Mr. Witte does not respond by February 15, 2004, the Commission will dismiss Mr. Witte’s complaint.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the complaint filed by Dave Witte on August 25, 2003, is hereby dismissed.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 15, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on February 16, 2004.
