ORDER CANCELING ON-THE-RECORD PRESENTATION AND

DIRECTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On March 24, 2003, the Commission set a second prehearing conference in this matter in order to discuss the presentation to the Commission of the parties’ agreement or lack of agreement to revisions of the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause process.  On March 31, 2003, the Commission issued an order changing the character of the prehearing conference into an on-the-record presentation.  The Commission indicated in its order that at least one other case pending before it is related to the issues resolved by the parties, but not yet approved by the Commission in this case.

The Commission held an on-the-record presentation in Case No. GT‑2003‑0302
 on April 1, 2003.  During that presentation, similar issues pending in this case were discussed, and the status of this case was specifically mentioned.  As a result, the Commissioners do not intend to be present and no witnesses are required on April 7, 2003.

Thus, the parties’ counsel shall come prepared to answer questions from the Judge regarding their agreements and disagreements.  Each party should also be prepared to discuss the benefits and detriments of each of the changes in the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause process.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the on‑the‑record question-and-answer session set for April 7, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m. shall become a prehearing conference.

2. That the prehearing conference will be held at the Commission’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets the accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act.
