ORDER AND NOTICE


This order gives notice of a request for the waiver of a pipeline safety rule and also sets a date for intervention. 


On May 21, 2003, Laclede Gas Company filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission a request under Commission Rules 4 CSR 240‑40.030(16) and 4 CSR 240‑2.060 and .080 for a waiver of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑40.030(15)(E), i.e., the rule governing the program for the replacement of unprotected steel mains.  


Laclede, a gas corporation regulated by the Commission, stated that it serves customers in the City of St. Louis and the counties of St. Louis, St. Charles, Crawford, Jefferson, Franklin, Iron, Ste. Genevieve, St. Francois, Madison, and Butler in eastern Missouri.  Laclede stated that it is asking that the Commission establish replacement requirements for the final phase of its unprotected steel main replacement program.  Specifically, Laclede is asking for replacement requirements for unprotected steel mains under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑40.030(15)(E)(3 - 6).  Laclede requested authority to replace such mains at an average annual rate of 10,000 feet per year until all remaining

mains identified by these sections have been replaced. The adoption of such a requirement, according to Laclede, will not compromise public safety.

The Commission finds that proper persons should be allowed 20 days from the issuance of this order to file an application to intervene.  The Commission’s Data Center must serve a copy of this order on the county commission of each county in Laclede’s service area and on the mayor of any city not within a county in Laclede’s service area.  In addition, the Commission’s Public Information Office must make notice of this order available to the media serving Laclede’s service area and to the members of the General Assembly representing the residents of Laclede’s service area.  The Commission will also order its Staff to notify the Commission of a date when it can file its memorandum and recommendation.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That any proper person or entity desiring to intervene in this matter must file an applica​tion no later than June 23, 2003, with:

3. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission must serve a copy of this order on the county commission of each county in Laclede’s service area and on the mayor of any city not within a county in Laclede’s service area.

4. That the Missouri Public Service Commission’s Public Information Office must make notice of this order available to the members of the General Assembly representing the residents of Laclede’s service area and to the news media serving the residents of Laclede’s service area.

5. That this order will become effective on June 13, 2003.
