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STAFF’S RESPONSE TO MOTION OF CMS MARKETING,  INC. 


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) by and through counsel, and respectfully states as follows: 

1.  On October 24, 2003, Staff filed a Motion to open a case with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  


2.  On December 9, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Opening Case, Adding Parties, Directing Notice and Setting Prehearing Conference (Order).  Pursuant to this Order, CMS Marketing Services and Trading Co. was made a Party to this case (Order at 5).  


3.  On March 5, 2004, CMS Marketing Services and Trading Co. filed its Motion to Dismiss.  On March 12, 2004, Staff filed its Response to CMS Marketing Services and Trading Co.’s Motion to Dismiss.  On March 19, 2004, the Commission denied CMS Marketing Services and Trading Co.’s Motion to Dismiss.  


4.  Pursuant to the Commission’s December 9, 2003 Order, CMS Marketing, Inc. (Richard Corbet) was also made a Party to this case (Order at 3).  On March 25, 2004, CMS Marketing, Inc. (Richard Corbet) filed a Motion to Dismiss.  In this Motion for Dismissal, CMS Marketing, Inc. stated that it is solely a marketing, market research, and advertising agency specializing in the areas of food and agri-marketing.  This Motion is supported by Mr. Richard Corbet’s Affidavit.  


5.  Based on the above-referenced pleadings, Staff notes that CMS Marketing, Inc. (Richard Corbet) (Order at 3) is a separate and distinct entity from CMS Marketing Services and Trading Co.’s (Order at 5).  Staff has no objection to the dismissal of CMS Marketing, Inc. (Richard Corbet) (Order at 3) and would encourage the Commission to dismiss CMS Marketing, Inc. (Richard Corbet) (Order at 3).


WHEREFORE, for the reasons stated above, Staff respectfully requests that the Commission enter an Order consistent with Staff’s pleading.   
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
