NOTICE OF CORRECTION AND ORDER APPROVING WAIVER 

On December 28, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Approving Tariff Filed in Compliance with Commission Order.  In the ordered paragraphs, the order (1) approves the tariff filed by Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), on December 20, 2004, and amended on December 23, 2004; (2) notes that the Purchased Gas Adjustment factor of $.7290/Ccf,  found on tariff sheet 51, is approved on an interim subject to refund basis; and (3) grants the company’s Motion for Expedited Treatment, allowing the tariff to become effective on December 30, 2004.  The order, however, fails to specify that the Motion for Waiver is granted.  The order is hereby corrected to include, as ordered paragraph number 5, the following language:  “That the Motion for Waiver, filed by Missouri Gas Utility, Inc., on December 13, 2004, is granted.”   

The body of the order is also corrected to include the following language as the final paragraph:

The Commission has reviewed MGU’s proposed tariff sheets and revisions, the motion for expedited treatment,  the motion for waiver, and Staff’s Recommendation and Memorandum.  The Commission finds that the tariff is in compliance with the Commission’s order and should be approved.  The Commission further determines that the motion for expedited treatment and the motion for waiver are reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Order Approving Tariff Filed in Compliance with Commission Order, issued on December 28, 2004, is corrected to include an ordered paragraph that reads as follows:  “That the Motion for Waiver, filed by Missouri Gas Utility, Inc., on December 13, 2004, is granted.”  

2. That the body of the Order Approving Tariff in Compliance with Commission Order, issued on December 28, 2004, is corrected to include an additional paragraph, as noted above. 

3. That this order shall become effective on December 28, 2004.
