ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On November 29, 2004, the Manager of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission filed a complaint against Amega Sales, Inc., d/b/a Columbia Discount Homes.  That complaint included Appendix A, entitled Application for Manufactured Home or Modular Unit Certificate of Dealer Registration.  It also included Appendix C, a Bill of Sale. 


Those appendices contain information, such as home addresses and social security numbers, that may not be otherwise publicly available.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085 allows such information to be protected from disclosure by making it highly confidential.  The Commission has temporarily made Appendices A and C highly confidential until December 17, 2004.  If any party wishes to receive a protective order under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.085, it must apply for one no later than December 17, 2004.  


The Commission will further order Staff to file a pleading explaining its treatment of the Application for Manufactured Home or Modular Unit Certificate of Dealer Registration and the Bill of Sale as publicly available documents.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Amega Sales, Inc., d/b/a Columbia Discount Homes, may apply for a protective order no later than December 17, 2004.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading explaining its treatment of the Application for Manufactured Home or Modular Unit Certificate of Dealer Registration and the Bill of Sale as publicly available documents no later than December 17, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 10, 2004.
