ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO SUSPEND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
On November 30, 2004, MCC Telephony of Missouri, Inc., asked the Commission for a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications service.  On March 15, the Commission set a partial procedural schedule. 

On March 18, MCC Telephony filed its Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule.
