ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFFS

Syllabus:  This order further suspends the tariffs of Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑L&P and Aquila Networks‑MPS.

On August 2, 2002, Aquila submitted proposed tariff sheets to comply with Section 393.310, RSMo.  The tariff sheets were assigned Tariff Nos. 200300096 and 200300095 and had an effective date of October 1, 2002.  On September 10, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Granting Reconsideration which directed Aquila to file substitute pages for its tariffs.  The September 10, 2002 order directed that the tariff effective date become November 1, 2002.

Instead of Aquila filing substitute sheets under the Commission’s usual procedures, the parties to the case filed a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement with proposed revised tariffs attached as exhibits.  Those proposed tariff sheets bear an effective date of October 29, 2002, as agreed by the parties.  In essence, these attachments constitute a request for an extension of the tariff effective date.  So that it is clear that the original tariffs filed on August 2, 2002, are not effective on October 1, 2002, the Commission will further suspend the tariff effective date until otherwise ordered.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the proposed tariff sheets (File No. 200300095) submitted on August 2, 2002, by Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑MPS are hereby suspended until October 29, 2002, unless further ordered. 

2. That the proposed tariff sheets (File No. 200300096) submitted on August 2, 2002, by Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks‑L&P are hereby suspended until October 29, 2002, unless further ordered.

That this order shall become effective on October 1, 2002.
