ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On January 16, 2003, the Commission issued its Report and Order rejecting the proposed tariff filed by Laclede Gas Company.  On January 23, 2003, Laclede filed its motion for reconsideration or, in the alternative, a motion for rehearing.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.075(15) provides that parties shall be allowed not more than ten days to respond, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Thus, responses to Laclede’s motion are due no later than February 3, 2003.

On January 29, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed its response opposing Laclede's motion.  The Commission would be aided in its review if the Office of the Public Counsel would file a response to Laclede's motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than 4:00 p.m. on February 3, 2003, the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a response to Laclede Gas Company’s motion for reconsideration or rehearing.

2. That no later than 4:00 p.m. on February 3, 2003, the Missouri Department of Natural Resources may file a response to Laclede Gas Company’s motion for reconsideration or rehearing.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 3, 2003.
