COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (the “Commission”) and amends its Response to Order Directing Filing and Staff Recommendation.

On April 27, 2004, Staff filed its recommendation and associated cover pleading in this matter.  The first paragraph of the cover pleading should be amended to remove two words:

On April 20, 2004, MoKan Dial, Inc. (MoKan Dial) filed a Petition for Suspension and Modification of Local Number Portability Obligations and Motion for Expedited Treatment.  In its Motion, MoKan Dial seeks a Commission order on or before May 20, 2004.  

Additionally, the caption of the case included an erroneous reference to “suspension” and that reference should be omitted as well.  The balance of the document was correct as it was filed.
