JOINT MOTION TO SUSPEND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

COME NOW Atmos Energy Corporation (“Atmos” or the “Company”), the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), the Office of the Public Counsel (“OPC”), the Missouri Department of Natural Resources (“MDNR”) and Noranda Aluminum, Inc. (“Noranda”) (collectively, the “Parties”)
, and respectfully submit their Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule and state as follows:
1.
In accordance with the Commission’s Order Modifying Procedural Schedule (“Order”) issued in this matter on May 11, 2010, the Parties participated in a Settlement Conference commencing July 12, 2010.  As a result of continuing discussions, it appears that the Parties are very close to reaching a global settlement of all issues in this consolidated proceeding.  Once an agreement in principle is reached, the Parties intend to prepare, execute and file a Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement resolving all issues in this matter.

The above-referenced Order provides that simultaneous Rebuttal Testimony on all issues shall be filed this Friday, July 23, 2010.  The Parties believe that their collective time and efforts will be better spent on continuing discussions with the goal of reaching a resolution herein, rather than the preparation of rebuttal testimony for filing later this week.  Accordingly, the Parties respectfully move the Commission to suspend the existing procedural schedule, particularly the requirement for filing Rebuttal Testimony this Friday, July 23, 2010.  Should the Parties fail to reach a global settlement in this matter, they will so advise the Commission and move to reinstate said procedural schedule with modifications as may be required. 

WHEREFORE, the undersigned Parties respectfully request that the Commission issue its Order suspending the existing procedural schedule in this matter.
