ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY
On October 28, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order Approving Merger and Order Granting Certificate to Provide Basic Local, Nonswitched Local and Interexchange Telecommunications Services.  The order merged XO Missouri, Inc., and Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc., into XO Communications Services, Inc.  In light of the merger, the Commission directed XO Communications to notify the Commission when the merger was complete so that the Commission could cancel the certificate of XO Missouri and Allegiance.
On February 23, 2005, XO Communications submitted a letter notifying the Commission that the Merger was complete, that XO Missouri and Allegiance no longer exist, and that XO Communications is now serving the former customers of XO Missouri and Allegiance.
Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected . . . .”  

XO Missouri was granted certificates of service authority to provide local and interexchange telecommunications services under the former name of Nextlink Missouri, Inc., in Case Nos. TA-99-48 and TA-99-220.  The company changed its name to XO Missouri in December of 2000, in Case No. TO-2001-341.  Consistent with the Commission’s Order approving the merger in this case, the Commission will cancel XO’s certificates and tariffs.
Allegiance was granted a certificate to provide local service in Case No. TA-2000-1 and interexchange service in Case No. TA-2000-472.  The Commission will also cancel Allegiance’s certificates of service authority and accompanying tariffs.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide local telecommunication services granted to XO Missouri, Inc., in Case No. TA-99-48, is canceled.

2. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunication services granted to XO Missouri, Inc., in Case No. TA-99-220, is canceled.

3. That XO Missouri, Inc.’s tariffs, P.S.C. MO. Nos. 4, 5, and 6, are canceled.  
4. That the certificate of service authority to provide local telecommunication services granted to Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc., in Case No. TA-200-1, is canceled.

5. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunication services granted to Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc, in Case No. TA‑2000-427, is canceled.

6. That Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc.’s tariffs, P.S.C. MO. Nos. 1, 2 and 3, are canceled.
7. That this order shall become effective on March 24, 2005.

8. That this case may be closed on March 25, 2005.
