On August 1, 2002, Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P.,  (SMG or Company) filed tariff sheets bearing a proposed effective date of November 1, 2002.  

These tariffs were filed to comply with the Commission’s Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement (Order).  This Order approves the creation of the Experimental School Transportation Program (ESTP) outlined in Section 393.310 RSMo, which was created with the passage of House Bill 1402.  This Order allows eligible school associations to negotiate, and aggregate contracts for the purchase of natural gas supply and pipeline transportation services.   The ESTP is an experimental program scheduled to expire on June 30, 2005.  The stipulation and agreement contains numerous other provisions including but not limited to, the Company reporting its actual incremental costs and revenues of the program by June 1 of each year to the Commission, the schools will pay local franchise taxes or similar fees, there will be no material impacts on SMG or its other customers, and a provision requiring that the ESTP should go into effect no later than November 1, 2002.  The provisions in this tariff are the result of extensive discussions and consensus among SMG, Missouri School Boards’ Association, Staff, and the Office of Public Counsel.

The Staff has verified that the Company has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment.  Staff is of the opinion that good cause exists for approval of these tariff sheets.  The Commission’s Energy Department Staff has reviewed this filing and is unaware of any issue currently pending before the Commission that affects or is affected by this filing however the following open cases involving this Company are before the Commission at this time:
