ORDER DIRECTING FILING

The Commission issued an Order Granting Leave to File Annual Report Out of Time and Granting Partial Confidential Treatment of Annual Reports on October 18, 2002.  In that order, the Commission allowed MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., Metropolitan Fiber Systems of St. Louis, Inc., Metro​politan Fiber Systems of Kansas City, Missouri, Inc., Intermedia Communications, Inc., MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, Teleconnect Long Distance Services & Systems Company, MCI WorldCom Network Services, Inc., TTI National, Touch 1 Long Distance, Inc., and BLT Technologies, Inc., to file their annual reports out of time.  The Commission also granted partial confidential treatment to their annual reports.  The Commission, however, did not specifically direct MCI WorldCom or Intermedia to file revised versions of its annual reports.

On October 22, 2002, Staff requested the Commission to clarify its order.  Staff asked the Commission to clarify that MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., and Intermedia Communications should file revised, redacted versions of their annual reports.  Staff wishes WorldCom and Intermedia to file open and public versions of their reports that include their Taxpayer ID Numbers.  These Taxpayer ID Numbers are otherwise publicly available, according to Staff, and the Commission should not give them confidential status.

In addition, Staff asked the Commission to clarify that Applicants should inform the Commission if confidential information becomes public during the bankruptcy case of the Applicants’ parent company, WorldCom, Inc., in the Southern District of New York, Petition No. 02‑13533.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to pleadings.  The Applicants did not file a response to Staff’s motion within ten days.  The Commission takes up Staff’s motion unopposed, finds it reasonable, and will grant it. 

The Commission will direct MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., and Intermedia Communications, Inc., to file revised, redacted public versions of their annual reports.  The Commission also will order Applicants to inform the Commission if confidential information later becomes public via WorldCom’s bankruptcy case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., and Intermedia Communications, Inc., shall file revised annual reports with only the confidential information redacted, which the Commission shall make available to the public.

2. That if any information the Commission has deemed confidential in this case is later made public via the bankruptcy case of the Applicants’ parent company, WorldCom, Inc., in the Southern District of New York, Petition No. 02-13533, the Applicants shall file amended public versions of the annual reports.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 2, 2002.

4. That this case may be closed on December 3, 2002.
