ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTIONS 

Syllabus:  This order grants the Small Company Telephone Group’s and the Missouri Independent Telephone Group’s Applications to Intervene. 

Procedural History

On November 30, 2004, MCC Telephony of Missouri, Inc., asked for a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications services in Missouri.  On December 7, the Commission issued its Notice of Applications.  That notice gave interested parties until January 6 to ask to intervene.
On January 6, the Missouri Independent Telephone Group asked to intervene.  MITG states that the Commission’s decision on MCC’s application would directly affect MITG’s interests as a telecommunications provider.  As such, MITG claims that it has an interest different from that of the general public.  MITG is unsure if it supports or opposes the application.  

Also on January 6, the Small Telephone Company Group asked to intervene.  STCG’s concerns are identical to MITG’s concerns.

On January 18, the Staff of the Commission responded.  Staff stated that MITG and STCG meet the Commission’s requirements for intervention.  Staff stated that it does not oppose their intervention.

On January 18, MCC objected.  MCC stated that it does not seek to operate in any of MITG’s or STCG’s members’ exchanges.  Also, MCC claims its service will not impact MITG or STCG.  Further, any issues MITG or STCG have with how MCC will pass traffic from end-user to end-user is not relevant to whether MCC should receive a certificate.
Discussion

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.075 permits parties to intervene.  The Commission may allow MITG and STCG to intervene if they have interests in the case different from that of the general public, and if granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.  

The Commission finds that MITG and STCG have interests in the case different from that of the general public, and that granting the proposed interventions would serve the public interest.  The Commission will, therefore, grant the Applications to Intervene.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Missouri Independent Telephone Group’s Application to Intervene is granted. 

2. That the Small Telephone Company Group’s Application to Intervene is granted.

3. That this order shall become effective on January 21, 2005.
