ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE
PROPOSED JOINT PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
On November 30, 2004, MCC Telephony of Missouri, Inc., asked the Commission for a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications service.  On February 3, the Commission held a prehearing conference, and ordered the parties to submit a proposed procedural schedule no later than February 10.  Then, upon MCC’s motion, the Commission extended that deadline to February 24. 

On February 24, MCC Telephony filed its Motion for Second Extension of Time to File Proposed Joint Procedural Schedule.  In the motion, MCC Telephony stated that the parties continue to negotiate, and would like extra time to keep negotiating before filing the schedule.  MCC Telephony stated that no parties object to the motion.

The Commission finds the request in the motion reasonable, and will grant it.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That MCC Telephony of Missouri, Inc’s. Motion for Extension of Time to File Proposed Procedural Schedule is granted.
2. That the parties shall file a Proposed Procedural Schedule no later than March 3, 2005.
3. That this order shall become effective on February 25, 2005.
