On or about February 15, 2001 the Commission issued an order establishing this proceeding for the purpose of determining the prices, terms, and conditions for line-sharing and line-splitting. Covad supports the proceeding.

Covad seeks to intervene in this proceeding because the Commission's decision will affect its interests as a provider of DSL services, and as a purchaser of line shared loops and as a potential purchaser of line split loops.

Covad's interests as a telecommunications company are different from those of the general public.  Furthermore, Covad’s intervention in this proceeding is in the public interest because of Covad’s interest in enhancing competition and because of Covad’s expertise in the telecommunications industry, specifically the provision of DSL service over line shared loops.

There is good cause to grant Covad's application at this time under 4 CSR 240-2.075(5).  At the commencement of this proceeding, Covad did not believe that the case would significantly impact Covad’s interests.  When Covad later learned that the case might touch upon issues of concern to it, including the manner in which the Commission might address the unbundling of hybrid copper-fiber loops (a/k/a Project Pronto loops), Covad’s financial position prevented Covad from devoting resources to the proceeding.  Covad is now in a financial position that enables it to devote the necessary resources to the case and fully participate.  Covad does not seek to participate in a manner inconsistent with any prior activity in the case, but rather will step into the case as it currently stands.

WHEREFORE, DIECA Communications, Inc. d/b/a Covad Communications Company, respectfully request the Commission to issue its order granting its Application to Intervene.
