MISSOURI INDUSTRIAL ENERGY CONSUMERS’ RESPONSE 

TO THE OFFICE OF PUBLIC COUNSEL’S PETITION TO OPEN A CASE 

Comes now Anheuser-Busch, Boeing, Chrysler, Doe Run, Explorer, Enbridge, Ford, General Motors, Hussmann, JW Aluminum, Monsanto, Pfizer, Precoat, Procter & Gamble, Nestlé Purina and U.S. Silica, hereafter referred to as the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers or “MIEC”, and submits its Response to the Office of Public Counsel’s (OPC’s) Petition to Open a Case (“Petition”) as follows: 


1. The MIEC strongly supports the OPC’s Petition.  AmerenUE seeks a Construction and Operation License from the Nuclear Regulatory Commission for a second unit at Callaway. The MIEC agrees with OPC that it is of the utmost importance that the planning and financing issues associated with a second unit at Callaway be discussed and evaluated in a Commission case where all stakeholders may gather information and work collaboratively to discuss and evaluate that information.

Granting OPC’s petition would serve the public interest by providing an essential public forum for discussion, information and collaborative efforts.  The Commission has consistently employed generic and investigatory dockets for parties to examine important issues within its jurisdiction.  Of the many such cases the Commission has opened, there are few (if any) that have been more necessary, or which have addressed issues of greater public importance, than a case to evaluate issues associated with the planning and financing for the second Callaway nuclear plant. 


3.  Callaway 2 may be the largest single construction project in Missouri history.  The Commission has both the authority and the responsibility to open this case to create the opportunity for the Commission and stakeholders to gain information and develop issues regarding costs, benefits and solutions to any challenges associated with Callaway 2.   

4.  Granting the OPC’s Petition in no way limits AmerenUE’s resources choices or results in any decision by the Commission regarding the correctness of AmerenUE’s resource choices.  It simply allows the Commission, AmerenUE, its customers and other stakeholders to evaluate critical issues on a timely basis and develop information to make informed decisions.  AmerenUE has initiated the permitting process, and any unnecessary delay in opening a case to begin collaborative efforts and evaluation would be detrimental to the public interest.
