RESPONSE OF THE MISSOURI INDUSTRIAL ENERGY CONSUMERS 

TO AMERENUE’S MOTION FOR CHANGE IN 

INTEGRATED RESOURCE PLAN FILING DATE

Comes now Anheuser-Busch, Boeing, Chrysler, Doe Run, Enbridge, Explorer Pipeline, Ford, General Motors, GKN Aerospace, Hussmann Refrigeration, JW Aluminum, Monsanto, Noranda Aluminum, Nestlé Purina, Pfizer, Precoat Metals, Procter & Gamble, Solutia and U.S. Silica, hereafter referred to as the Missouri Industrial Energy Consumers (“MIEC”), and for its Response to AmerenUE’s Motion for Change in Integrated Resource Plan Filing Date (“Motion”) states as follows:


1.
On March 18, 2009, the Commission issued its Order Modifying Final Order Regarding AmerenUE’s 2008 Integrated Resource Plan (“Order”).  The Order requires AmerenUE to file its next Integrated Resource Plan (“IRP”) no later than June 1, 2010.

On May 8, 2009, AmerenUE filed its Motion requesting that the Commission issue an order extending the date for AmerenUE’s next IRP filing to February 5, 2011.  The MIEC and a number of other parties told AmerenUE’s counsel they did not oppose AmerenUE’s request for the extension.

The MIEC’s non-opposition to AmerenUE’s requested extension of time should not be viewed as acquiescence to all statements in AmerenUE’s Motion.

To date, AmerenUE has not presented for the review of the Commission or stakeholders its analysis of financing options for the proposed Callaway 2 nuclear plant or other possible base load facilities.

The Commission’s IRP rules establish minimum rather than maximum requirements. In the opening sentence of the IRP rules at 4 CSR 240-22.010 (1), the Commission states: “The commission’s policy goal in promulgating this chapter is to set minimum standards to govern the scope and objectives of the resource planning process that is required of electric utilities subject to its jurisdiction in order to ensure that the public interest is adequately served.” (emphasis supplied). The debate before the Missouri General Assembly regarding Callaway 2 demonstrated that AmerenUE views the Commission’s IRP process as setting maximum rather than minimum requirements. The public interest requires transparency regarding AmerenUE’s planning for new base load facilities, including analysis of financing options, AmerenUE’s asserted need for changes in Missouri law, the degree and implications of joint ownership of facilities and other critical issues.

While AmerenUE’s requested change in the IRP filing deadline is not opposed, the Commission must remain aware of the continuing deficiencies in AmerenUE’s planning process.  AmerenUE should be required to provide data and analysis to the Commission and stakeholders regarding financing options and other issues related to future base load generation.

The MIEC continues to support the Office of Public Counsel’s October 6, 2008, request for the Commission to open a case to investigate financing options. This investigation is essential to AmerenUE’s resource planning and to Missouri’s development of a thoughtful and effective energy policy.
