DIRECTOR’S MOTION FOR PERMISSION

TO FILE PLEADING OUT OF TIME


COMES NOW the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Public Service Commission (“Director” and “Commission”) and for his Motion for Permission to File Pleading Out of Time states:

1.
On July 9, 2002, the Director filed a Complaint against Lakeway Tradin’ Post, Inc., (“Respondent”).  Apparently, Respondent subsequently requested voluntary mediation of the complaint.  On July 30, 2002, the Commission issued a Notice of Request for Mediation and Order to Respond, in which it directed the Director to “file its response to this Notice and Order…no later than August 13, 2002.  Complainant must clearly state whether it consents to participate in voluntary mediation.”

Counsel for the Director did not learn of this order until shortly before 3:00 p.m. on August 13, 2002.  This was apparently due to the fact that when the Complaint was filed, as it was a new case, there was no case number on it.  A case number was apparently later assigned, but counsel for Director did not learn of this until August 12, 2002, and was not aware at that time that the number applied to this case.  Because of this, counsel for the Director was not actually assigned the case until either August 12 or 13, 2002, and he did not learn of the Commission’s order until a few minutes before the deadline for filing a response.

In addition, the Director is out of the state on business from August 13 through August 15, 2002, so his counsel will not have the opportunity to confer with him until then.  The Director would request that he be given until August 19, 2002, to file his response.

4 CSR 240-2.050(3) provides that “[w]hen an act is required or allowed to be done by order or rule of the commission at or within a specified time, the commission, at its discretion, may -- (B) After the expiration of the specified period, permit the act to be done where the failure to act was the result of excusable neglect.”


WHEREFORE, the Director prays that the Commission grant his Motion for Permission to File Pleading Out of Time, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(B), for the reasons set out above.
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
