ORDER SETTING EVIDENTIARY HEARING

On August 5, 2003, the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Units Program of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a complaint with the Commission against Amega Sales, Inc.  Thereafter, the matter was referred to a third-party, neutral mediator.  The parties have not, however, filed any pleading evidencing a resolution of the matter.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.125(2)(B) states:

As the commission deems appropriate, or upon the filing of a request for mediation by any party, mediation services may be provided by a presiding officer or by a neutral third party for the purpose of identifying the issues and attempting a resolution.

Due to the passage of time, from August 2003 until the date of this order, the Commission deems that a resolution of this matter through mediation is no longer appropriate.

Under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.070(11) “[w]hen the commission determines that a hearing should be held, the commission shall fix the time and place of the hearing.  The commission shall serve notice upon the affected person, corporation or public utility not fewer than ten (10) days before the time set for the hearing, unless the commission finds the public necessity requires that the hearing be held at an earlier date.”  Accordingly, this matter will be set for evidentiary hearing.  Furthermore, the parties are hereby notified that the Commission will not require the parties to file prefiled testimony in this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That an evidentiary hearing shall be held on March 31 and April 1, 2004, beginning on each day at 8:30 a.m.

2. That the hearing will be held at the Commission's offices in the Governor Office Building, Room 305, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a facility which meets the accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 3. That this order shall become effective on March 16, 2004.
