Motion to MODIFY Procedural Schedule

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule states:

1. On December 7, 2004, the adopted the following procedural schedule:

Direct Testimony



January 7, 2005

Rebuttal Testimony



February 1, 2005

Surrebuttal Testimony



February 15, 2005

Issues List, Order of Witnesses,



and Order of Cross.



February 15, 2005

Position Statements



February 21, 2005

Evidentiary Hearing



February 28- March 2, 2005.


2.
The Complainant filed Direct Testimony on January 7, 2005 as scheduled.  The Respondent did not file Direct Testimony, but intends to file Rebuttal Testimony on February 1, 2005.  


3.
The Staff believes it would be better able to understand the issues involved and better able to prepare testimony that considers both the Complainant’s and the Respondent’s positions on those issues if the Staff were granted an additional week to file its Rebuttal Testimony.  This would allow the Staff’s Rebuttal Testimony to review and respond to both the Complainant’s Direct Testimony and the Respondent’s Rebuttal Testimony.  The requested modification would also give both the Complainant and the Respondent an opportunity in their Surrebuttal Testimony to respond to the Staff’s testimony.  For these reasons, the Staff requests a modification to the procedural schedule allowing the Staff to file its Rebuttal Testimony on February 8, 2005.  The Respondent will still be required to file its Rebuttal Testimony on February 1, 2005.

Counsel for the Complainant and the Respondent advised counsel for the Staff that this modification was acceptable.  Counsel for the Complainant requested an additional extension to the Surrebuttal Testimony to give additional time to address the Staff’s Rebuttal Testimony.  For this reason, the Staff further requests a modification to the procedural schedule to require all parties’ Surrebuttal Testimony be filed on February 18, 2005 rather than February 15, 2005.  The Staff also requests that the Issues List, Order of Witnesses, and Order of Cross be extended for filing to February 18, 2005, the same day as Surrebuttal Testimony.

Lastly, the Staff requests a change to the filing date for Position Statements.  The Position Statements are scheduled for filing on February 21, 2005.  However, February 21, 2005 is a state holiday and Commission offices are closed.   The Staff requests that the Position Statements be due on February 22, 2005. 

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests modifications to the procedural schedule as follows: the Staff’s Rebuttal Testimony will be due on February 8, 2005; all parties’ Surrebuttal Testimony will be due on February 18, 2005; the Issues List, Order of Witnesses and Order of Cross be due on February 18, 2005; and that the Position Statements be due on February 22, 2005.
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
