ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION TO SUSPEND PROCEDURAL 
SCHEDULE AND CANCELING HEARING
MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, Brooks Fiber Communications of Missouri, Inc., and Intermedia Communications, Inc. (collectively MCI) have filed a complaint against CenturyTel of Missouri, Inc.  On March 8, 2005, MCI and CenturyTel filed a joint motion asking the Commission to suspend the previously established procedural schedule.  The motion indicates that MCI and CenturyTel continue to negotiate, and that they believe that these negotiations will ultimately resolve their dispute without the need for a hearing.  MCI and CenturyTel ask the Commission to suspend the procedural schedule and remove the scheduled hearing from the Commission’s hearing calendar.  MCI and CenturyTel represent that the Staff of the Commission does not object to their motion.  

MCI and CenturyTel’s request is reasonable and is not opposed by any party.  There is no reason to force the parties to move toward a hearing when their efforts are better directed toward finalizing a settlement.  The Commission will order the parties to file a status report no later than April 8, if the matter is not resolved before that date. 
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the procedural schedule previously established for this case is suspended.
2. That the hearing scheduled for April 6, 7, and 8, 2005, is canceled.

3. That the parties shall file a joint status report no later than April 8, 2005, if they have not finalized a settlement before that date. 

4. That this order shall become effective on March 9, 2005.
