ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

AND ADOPTING PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On August 3, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, on behalf of all the parties, filed a request for an extension of time for two days in which to file its proposed procedural schedule in this matter.  On August 5, 2004, the parties jointly submitted a Proposed Procedural Schedule.

The Commission has reviewed the proposed schedule and the request to file it two days out of time and finds that both are reasonable and should be granted with slight modifications.  Thus, the parties will be directed to comply with the procedural schedule set out below.  The parties will also be directed to comply with the following conditions:

(A)
Each party shall file a list of the witnesses it expects to appear at the hearing and the order in which they shall be called. 

(B)
The Commission’s general policy provides for the filing of the transcript within two weeks after the hearing.  The Commission will request that the transcript for this hearing be filed within three working days of the hearing.  If any party seeks to expedite the filing of the transcript further, such request shall be tendered in writing to the Presiding Officer at least five days prior to the date of the hearing.

(C)
All pleadings, briefs and amendments shall be filed in accordance with 4 CSR 240‑2.080 unless otherwise directed.  If briefs are filed they must set forth and cite the proper portions of the record concerning the unresolved issues that are to be decided by the Commission. 

(D)
All parties are required to bring an adequate number of copies of exhibits that they intend to offer into evidence at the hearing.  The party offering the exhibit should bring, in addition to the copy for the court reporter, copies for the five Commissioners, the Presiding Officer, and all counsel.

(E)
The hearing will begin with brief opening statements by the parties.

(F)
The Complainant will then present its case through direct examination followed by questions from the Commissioners and Presiding Officer and cross-examina​tion of the witnesses by the Respondent.  The Complainant will have an opportunity for redirect examination.  Respondent will then have an opportunity to present its case in a similar manner. 

(G)
The Commission will hear closing statements in lieu of briefs unless otherwise ordered.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Extension of Time to File Proposed Procedural Schedule is granted.

2. That the procedure set out above and the procedural schedule is adopted as follows:
