MOTION FOR ADOPTION OF EXPEDITED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“Company” or “AmerenUE”), and submits this Motion for Adoption of Expedited Procedural Schedule, and in support thereof, states as follows:
1.
On February 5, 2003, AmerenUE filed its verified Application and Motion for Expedited Treatment  (the “Application”) in the above-captioned case, and specifically, advised the Commission of the bases for its Motion for Expedited Treatment as required by 4 CSR 240-2.080(16).

On that same date, AmerenUE advised the Commission’s Staff, the Public Counsel, and Diana Vuylsteke and Lisa Langeneckert, attorneys for certain industrial customers who intervened in Commission Case No. EO-2001-684, of its filing of the Application, and provided each of them with an electronic copy thereof.  AmerenUE is also providing an electronic  copy of this Motion to Ms. Vuylsteke and Ms. Langeneckert immediately upon its electronic filing with the Commission.

In its Application, AmerenUE requested that the Commission set a prehearing conference as soon as possible, that an early intervention deadline be established, and that the Commission enter an order approving the Application by, if possible, April 15, 2003, but in any event no later than May 1, 2003.

Among other reasons, AmerenUE advised the Commission that it was important that an order be obtained by such dates in order to allow AmerenUE’s participation in the Midwest ISO via its contractual relationship with GridAmerica to become effective and to be properly operational by the time the peak Summer usage period begins.  AmerenUE, as one of the GridAmerica Companies, has also requested expedited treatment of its pending application before FERC, also in order to ensure that GridAmerica can become properly operation before the peak Summer usage period.

AmerenUE respectfully submits herein a proposed Procedural Schedule, as set forth below, designed to allow the timely and orderly submission of evidence in this case such that the Commission may timely issue an order approving AmerenUE’s Application as prayed therein.
