MOTION TO SUBSTITUTE PARTIES


Comes now MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (“MCImetro”) pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.080 and for its Motion to Substitute Parties states:


1.
On December 2, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a/ Sprint filed an application with the Commission for approval of a master interconnection and resale agreement with Intermedia Communications, Inc. (“Intermedia”) under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  Sprint stated that Intermedia was a party to its interconnection agreement and thus was a necessary party and requested the Commission to add Intermedia as a party to this case.

2.
On December 9, 2004, the Commission issued its Order herein, making Intermedia a party to the case.


3.
On November 8, 2004, in an unrelated filing, Intermedia and MCImetro filed an application asking the Commission to approve the proposed merger of the two companies.  This application was docketed as Case No. TM-2005-0129.  The application explained that Intermedia and MCImetro are both operating subsidiaries of MCI, Inc., and that the proposed merger was  part of MCI, Inc.’s continuing effort to streamline its corporate legal structure.  As a result of the merger, Intermedia’s assets would be transferred to MCImetro and that MCImetro would continue as a successor in interest to Intermedia.

4.
On January 4, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Approving Merger and Canceling Certificate and Tariff in Case No. TM-2005-0129.  This Order becomes effective on January 14, 2005, and Intermedia will be merged into MCImetro with MCImetro becoming successor in interest to Intermedia.


5.
Accordingly, on or after January 14, 2005, MCImetro should be substituted for Intermedia as a party in the instant proceedings.


WHEREFORE, MCImetro respectfully requests that upon the Commission’s Order issued in TM-2005-0129 becoming effective on January 14, 2005, the Commission issue its Order substituting MCImetro as a party to the case in the place of Intermedia.
