Staff Response to Commission Order Directing Filing

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its response, states:

1.
On November 5, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel (OPC) filed a motion requesting the Commission to suspend Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint’s tariff sheets issued October 25, 2002, proposing, among other things, to update Sprint’s maximum allowable prices for non-basic services and adjust certain maximum allowable prices as allowed by Section 392.245.11.

On December 5, 2002, the Commission issued an Order indicating that “[t]he Commission would be aided in its review if Sprint and Staff would expeditiously file supplemental pleadings further explaining the changes the proposed tariff makes to the maximum allowable prices and actual rates of the MCA.”

Sprint’s tariff, PSC MO.-No. 22, Section 50, Page 40 sets forth the “maximum allowable rate” for the MCA areas.  That page is revised as part of Sprint’s tariff filing in this case.  However, the actual rates charged for MCA service are set forth at Section 48, Original Page 4, Subsections V.1, V.2, and V.3 of PSC MO.-No. 22.  Sprint did not file to revise any Section 48 tariff pages, and the actual rates, therefore, will not change if the Commission approves this tariff filing.

Further, Sprint has withdrawn the relevant proposed page, Section 50, Page 40, in Tariff No. JI-2003-0998, so no changes will be made to the “maximum allowable rates” for MCA zones in this case.

WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, Staff respectfully requests the Commission to approve the tariff sheets Sprint has filed with the Commission in tariff file JI-2003-998, with an effective date of December 11, 2002.
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� The rates established by Section 48 of the tariff are: MCA-3 residence $12.35, business $24.80; MCA-4 residence $21.55, business $46.75; MCA-5 residence $32.50, business $70.70.  These rates have been in effect since January 8, 1994.
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
