ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On June 16, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint, filed a proposed revision to its tariff to introduce E911 Phase II service.  On July 2, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to suspend the proposed tariff revision.  On July 9, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel also filed a motion to suspend the proposed tariff revision.  On September 2, 2004, Staff filed a memorandum, recommending that the Commission approve the proposed revision.  Although OPC’s position appeared to have been motivated by concerns similar to Staff’s, the Commission will require that OPC file a pleading setting forth its current position.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a pleading no later than September 7, 2004, setting forth its position with regard to Sprint Missouri, Inc., d/b/a Sprint’s proposed tariff revision introducing E911 Phase II service.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 3, 2004.
