ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT 


On December 8, 2003, Kathleen Jones filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Missouri Gas Energy (MGE).  At a scheduled prehearing conference, the Staff of the Commission indicated that the Complainant had paid the disputed amount and that there is no longer any controversy.  


On May 5, 2004, MGE filed a motion to dismiss.  MGE states that, because the Complainant did not attend the prehearing conference, the case may be dismissed pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.090 and 4 CSR 240-2.116.  More compellingly, MGE also states that it has confirmed that the amount in dispute has been paid.


Complainant did not dispute MGE’s statement that the contested bill had been paid, nor did she respond to the motion to dismiss.  Because the Complainant has paid the amount in controversy, the Commission will dismiss the complaint.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the complaint filed by Kathleen Jones on December 8, 2003, is dismissed without prejudice. 
2. That this order shall become effective on May 25, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on May 26, 2004.
