ORDER RESCHEDULING HEARING DATE

By order issued September 30, 2002, the Commission amended the procedural schedule and set this matter for hearing on October 7, 2002.  Before the hearing began, the parties announced that they had reached an agreement that would resolve all the issues, and that the agreement would be filed the following day.  As of the close of business on October 10, no agreement had been filed.  The Commission will reschedule the hearing for October 15, and apply the same conditions described in the September 30 order. 

Pursuant to the authority of 4 CSR 240‑2.140 (Briefs and Oral Arguments), and in light of the expedited nature of this case, the Commission will require oral arguments at the conclusion of the hearing.  Thereafter, the Commission will permit one round of simultaneous briefing.  The Commission will expedite the transcripts.

The opening statements must be limited to a very brief and factual statement that outlines the evidence that the party intends to offer on the issues under consideration.  The closing arguments offer wide latitude for the party to reflect upon all relevant evidence that has been adduced, and any inferences or conclusions that may be drawn from that evidence.  The briefs shall provide specific citations to the transcript, exhibits or points of law in support of that party’s position.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the evidentiary hearing is rescheduled to 8:30 a.m. on October 15, 2002, in Room 310 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building is a facility that meets accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act. That the parties shall all file Briefs, and Proposed Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law no later than 12:00 noon on October 18, 2002.
