Status Report And Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its Status Report respectfully states:

1.

On September 1, 2004, the Commission issued its order directing staff to file either a status report or a dismissal of its Complaint.

Staff notes that as of this date, Maxxis Communications, Inc. (“Maxxis”) remains in a “dissolved” status according to the website of the office of the Missouri Secretary of State.   However, according to the Secretary of State’s website, Maxxis requested a “re-instatement packet” and the Secretary of State’s office sent the packet to Maxxis.   Maxxis’ counsel, Mr. Alex Teel, Lamberth, Cifelli, Stokes & Stout, P.A., Atlanta Financial Center, East Tower, Suite 550, 3343 Peachtree Road N.E., Atlanta, GA, 30326-1022, has been conducting discussions with the Missouri Department of Revenue and the Secretary of State’s office with regard to outstanding taxes and the company’s Chapter 11 bankruptcy status.  Because of tax issues pending with the Department of Revenue, Staff understands that Maxxis is unable to re-activate its Missouri certificate of authority with the Secretary of State’s office.

Maxxis’ issues with the Missouri Department of Revenue and the Missouri Secretary of State’s office are outside the power of Staff to resolve. Staff has filed six previous status reports in this case addressing Maxxis’ dissolved status with the Missouri Secretary of State’s office.  Staff further notes that during the pendency of its Ch. 11 bankruptcy, Maxxis became compliant with the Commission.   Therefore, Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order requiring Maxxis to file a status report with the Commission not later than February 28, 2005 that informs the Commission of 1) the results of Maxxis’ discussions with the Missouri Department of Revenue and Secretary of State’s office; and 2) Maxxis’ intentions with regard to providing interexchange telecommunications services in Missouri. 


WHEREFORE, the Staff asks that the Commission accept its Status Report and Recommendation requiring Maxxis to file its report with the Commission not later than 
February 28, 2005. 
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
