ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE SUGGESTIONS IN SUPPORT OF STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT  

On February 5, 2004, the Staff of the Commission, Cass County Telephone Company, and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a stipulation and agreement that purports to resolve Staff’s investigation into Cass County Telephone’s earnings.  Under terms of the stipulation and agreement, Cass County Telephone would reduce its gross intrastate revenues by approximately $319,998 per year.  

Paragraph 9 of the stipulation and agreement provides that Staff shall file suggestions or a memorandum in support of the stipulation and agreement.  Paragraph 11, however, provides merely that Staff has a right to submit such suggestions at the request of the Commission.  Whatever Staff’s obligations may be, the Commission would like to have suggestions from its Staff regarding the stipulation and agreement.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That not later than February 27, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file suggestions regarding the stipulation and agreement filed in this case. 

2.
That any party that wishes to file a response to Staff’s suggestions shall do so not later than March 5, 2004.

3.
That this order shall become effective on February 17, 2004.
