COMES NOW, Respondent, Blakely Manufactured Homes (“Blakely”), by and through Counsel , Sue Crane and for its List of Issues and Position states as follows:
List of Issues and Statements of Position
Issue 1

Did Blakely fail to properly attach the King’s home onto the basement foundation in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the  the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to attach the King’s home.
Issue 2

Did Blakely fail to properly support the centerline of the King’s home with necessary jack posts according to manufacturer instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home? 
Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to support the centerline with jack posts according to the manufacturer’s instructions.

Issue 3

Did Blakely fail to properly attach the supporting jack posts to the home’s center beam and to the concrete footing according to the manufacture’s foundation drawing as provided by the manufacturer’s instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to attach the supporting jack posts to the home’s center beam and concrete footing. 

Issue 4

Did Blakely fail to properly fasten the home’s hinged roof according to manufacturer installation instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer to properly fasten the home’s hinged roof.

Issue 5
Did Blakely fail to properly fasten in place the drop-in roof ridge sections of the home according to manufacturer installation instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to properly fasten the drop-in roof ridge sections.
Issue 6
Did Blakely fail to properly fasten together the end walls of both home sections according to manufacturer installation instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to properly fasten together the end walls of the home sections.
Issue 7

Did Blakely fail to properly construct the home stairway to the basement according to manufacturer installation instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to construct the home stairway to the basement.
Issue 8

Did Blakely fail to properly install guards on the side of the home’s basement stairway according to manufacturer installation instructions that were provided by the manufacturer to Blakely upon delivery of the modular home?

Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to install guards on the side of the home’s basement stairway.
Issue 9
Did Blakely fail to install a handrail on the home’s basement stairway? 
Respondent’s position: No, Blakely relied upon the communications, representations and documentations including the instruction manual provided by the manufacturer for the installation of the King home to install a handrail on the home’s basement stairway.
