NOTICE REGARDING TARIFF

On September 20, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company submitted a tariff filing designed to revise a promotion for business customers.  The original promotion was from April 3 to September 30 and gave business customers who signed up for a one-year contract a 20 percent discount on Optional Metropolitan Calling Area (MCA) service.  The proposed revision was to be in effect from October 1 to December 31, and would have increased the discount to 50 percent.  Customers who decided to discontinue Optional MCA service would have been subject to a termination charge. The proposed tariff originally bore an effective date of October 1, but the tariff was suspended until October 31, 2002.

By order issued September 26, the Commission suspended the proposed tariff until October 31, in order to allow the Commission sufficient time to study the tariff. The Commission has now reviewed the proposed tariff and has determined that the tariff should be allowed to go into effect by operation of law on October 31, 2002.
