ORDER CONSOLIDATING CASES


On August 29, 2003, Sprint Missouri, Inc. issued tariffs to modify its rates.  Case No. IT-2004-0134 was established to consider modifications to Sprint’s General Exchange tariff.  Case No. IT-2004-0135 was established to consider modifications to Sprint’s Access Service tariff.  On September 15, 2003, the Office of the Public Counsel filed identical motions in both cases asking the Commission to suspended both tariffs.  On September 23, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to consolidate the two cases.  Sprint indicated on September 25 that it agreed that consolidation of the two cases was appropriate.     

4 CSR 240-2.110(3) provides that the Commission may act to consolidate pending actions involving related questions of law or fact.  Clearly the issues in IT-2004-0134 are related to those in Case No. IT-2004-0135.  Keeping the cases separate will only require duplicate filings of every pleading and order.  Therefore, the cases should be consolidated for all purposes.  Case No. IT-2004-0134 will be designated as the lead case and hereafter all pleadings filed in the consolidated case will be filed in IT-2004-0134.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Case No. IT-2004-0135 is consolidated with Case No. IT-2004-0134.  Case No. IT-2004-0134 is designated as the lead case.

That this order shall become effective on October 6, 2003.
