ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On June 16, 2004, Sprint Missouri, Inc. d/b/a Sprint filed a proposed tariff revision to its P.S.C. Mo. – No. 22 General Exchange Tariff to introduce Wireless E911 Phase 2 service.  On July 13, 2004, St. Louis County filed a Motion to Intervene.  In its motion, St. Louis County asserted that approval of Sprint’s proposed tariff would result in the County incurring a monthly fee of $250.00 and a nonrecurring charge of $3,500.00.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4) states as follows:

The commission may on application permit any person to intervene on a showing that – 

(A)
The proposed intervenor has an interest which is different from that of the general public and which may be adversely affected by a final order arising from the case: or

(B)
Granting the proposed intervention would service the public interest

On July 16, 2004, Sprint filed a response St. Louis County’s motion.  In its response, Sprint asserted that, “St. Louis County does not purchase any of the PSAP services offered by Sprint that are subject to this proposed tariff.”  Sprint therefore argued that St. Louis County could not be adversely affected by a final order arising from this case.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed within ten days of the initial pleading, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission. The Commission will require that St. Louis County file a responsive pleading to Sprint’s opposition to St. Louis County’s motion to intervene.  Moreover, the Commission will require that St. Louis County address Sprint’s assertion that “St. Louis County does not purchase any of the PSAP services offered by Sprint that are subject to this proposed tariff, [and] cannot be adversely affected by the Commission approving this tariff.”

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That St. Louis County shall file, no later than July 29, 2004, a responsive pleading as set forth in the body of this order.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 19, 2004.
